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INTRODUCTION

The Menard County Housing Authority (hereinafter, “the Agency”) is a public entity that was formed to provide federally subsidized housing and housing assistance to low-income families, within the City of Petersburg, Illinois.  The Agency is headed by an Executive Director (ED) and is governed by a seven-person Board of Commissioners and is subject to the requirements of Title 24 of the Code of Federal Regulations (hereinafter, “CFR”) and the Agency’s procurement policy.  

Currently, the Agency operates: (a) Low-income Public Housing; (b) Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; (c) Low-income Housing Tax Credit Program; (d) Family Self-Sufficiency; (e) Housing Counseling; and (f) HUD Project Based Rental Assistance.  The Agency, and its affiliated non-profit, Regional Housing Development, have 16 full-time, and 2 part-time employees working at 3 different sites throughout the state.
In keeping with its mandate to provide efficient and effective services, the Agency is now soliciting quotes from qualified, licensed and insured entities to provide the above noted services to the Agency. All proposals submitted in response to this solicitation must conform to all the requirements and specifications outlined within this document and any designated attachments in its entirety.

Right to Reject, Waive, or Terminate the QSP.  Reject any or all quotes, to waive any informality in the QSP process, or to terminate the QSP process at any time, if deemed by the Agency to be in its best interests.

Right to Not Award.  Not award a contract pursuant to this QSP.

Right to Terminate.  Terminate a contract awarded pursuant to this QSP, at any time for its convenience upon 10 days written notice to the successful quoter(s).

1.4 Right to Determine Time and Location.  Determine the days, hours, and locations that the successful quoter(s) shall provide the services called for in this QSP.

Right to Retain Quotes.  Retain all quotes submitted and not permit withdrawal for a period of 60 days subsequent to the deadline for receiving quotes without the written consent of CO.

Failure to abide by this timeframe shall relieve the Agency, but not the prospective quoter, of any responsibility pertaining to such issue.
1.10 Right to Reject – Obtaining Competitive Solicitation Documents.  The eProcurement Marketplace is the only official and appropriate venue to obtain the competitive solicitation documents (and any other information pertaining to the competitive solicitation such as addenda).  Accordingly, by submitting a response to this competitive solicitation the respondent thereby affirms that he/she obtained all information on the Marketplace.  Any other group such as a quote depository that informs potential respondents of the availability of such competitive solicitations are hereby instructed to not distribute these documents to any such potential respondents, but to instruct the potential respondents to visit the Marketplace to obtain the documents.  The Agency will reject without consideration any response submitted from a firm that has not obtained the documents from the Marketplace.

SCOPE OF WORK/TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS.  The Agency is seeking quotes from qualified and licensed entities to provide the Agency with the following detailed services:
2.1 On-going Pest Control Treatments.  The pest control services proposed shall include a monthly inspection and treatment, if necessary, to both the interior and exterior of an office building/common area. NOTE: “If necessary” means to ensure that the building/common area is free of pests. 

2.1.1 Method.  The Agency will take responsibility to implement any “bait and trap” methods utilized.  We anticipate that the Contractor will utilize the “spraying” method in eradicating the pests.

2.1.2 Products. The products shall be applied in an effective manner in all rooms of the office building/common area.  Prior to contract execution, the successful quoter shall be required to submit manufacturer’s specifications sheets and MSDS sheets for all the materials he/she will utilize on our sites to provide the services; use of such materials may be subject to the Agency’s approval.  All such materials used shall be EPA-approved.
2.1.3 Pests.  It is the Agency’s understanding and expectation that the services provided as detailed herein will be for the effective control of cockroaches, Asian beetles, box elder bugs, fleas, ants, mice, rodents, and spiders (and all other household and/or crawling insects; not including bed bugs, which are covered in the following Section 2.2 herein). 

2.1.3.1 The Contractor shall guarantee that the areas will be free of the noted pests for the 90-day period of time until the next application.  The Agency realizes that the noted guarantees are contingent upon all units within a building being treated within the same general period of time; and that such guarantee is also contingent on no negative housekeeping issue within any adjacent unit.   

2.1.4 Notices from Contractor.  The Contractor shall keep the Agency contact person fully informed of all pertinent issues during the treatment process, and shall submit, in writing, within 1 work day of discovery of such, notice of any and all problems relating to the treatment process or of any note-worthy conditions within the development that pertain to or affect the pest control treatment process.
2.1.5 Completion of Work at each Site.  At the completion of each treatment the Contractor shall obtain the signature of the Agency manager on the Contractor’s work order form, thus affirming that all work listed thereon was completed to the Manager’s satisfaction.  A copy of this form shall be submitted by the Contractor along with the billing invoice the Contractor submits to the Agency accounts payable office for payment.
2.1.6 Vacancy Treatment.  The Agency may, from time-to-time, negate the effectiveness of the pest control treatment in an office building/common area by painting over the treated areas.  The Agency shall retain the right to require the Contractor to return to any such unit or area and again provide the treatment at the applicable unit price proposed for that office building/common area.
2.1.7 Call-back Response.  The Contractor shall, if directed by the designated Agency representative, respond to the site within 1 work day of being notified that corrections need to be made. All “call-backs” and ensuing additional treatment(s) during any guarantee period shall be at “no charge” to the Agency, unless an action by the or an Agency resident (e.g. denied entry; poor housekeeping; lack of action or response or by the Agency manager; etc.), documented by the Contractor at the original time of occurrence and delivered to the Agency in a timely manner, precluded the Contractor from being able to guarantee the original service—in this case the Contractor shall be entitled to additional payment for the additional service.
2.1.8 Entry into Office Building/Common Area.  The Agency will ensure that an Agency staff member is available at all times to accompany the Contractor into the office building/common area when services are provided.
2.1.9 Application Schedule (Monthly). The Agency shall require the Contractor to conduct the on-going pest control services located at four locations each month: 101 W. Sheridan Rd. (main office), Petersburg, IL, 100 E. Sheridan Rd. (administrative office), Petersburg, IL, 117 N. 7th St. (administrative office), Petersburg, IL, and 209 E. Sheridan Rd. (High Rise, common area), Petersburg, IL.  
2.2
As-needed Bed Bug Treatment.  It is the understanding of the Agency that there are a number of methods in which the Contractor can provide bed bug treatment services, including heat treatment and chemical treatment.  The Agency is not dictating which method will be utilized; however, whichever method is proposed by each quoter, each such quoter shall guarantee the positive effectiveness of such treatment.

2.2.1
All-inclusive.  The Contractor shall furnish all labor, material, equipment, and supervision to perform a program of the elimination of bed bugs on an “as needed basis” in Agency units within all applicable local, State, and Federal requirements.
2.2.2
As-needed basis. A program of bed bug elimination must be performed after bed bugs are discovered.  All such individual services will be performed at the discretion of the Agency after issuance of a task order.
2.2.3
Treatment. Treatment of the infected areas shall be conducted on an as-needed basis only with the prior written approval of the Agency.  Treatments shall be applied to all areas of the affected unit.
2.2.4
Bed Bug Management Plan/Protocol.  The successful quoter’s Bed Bug Management Plan/Protocol shall be submitted to the Agency within 30 days after contract execution.  Acceptance of such Plan/Protocol shall be at the Agency’s discretion; revisions thereto shall be submitted by the Contractor to the Agency and shall also be at the Agency’s discretion.  The Plan/Protocol shall include current labels and Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) of pesticides to be used, and brand names of pesticides application equipment.
2.2.5
Equipment; Supplies; Materials.  As a part of the fees, the successful quoter shall supply any and all such items needed to provide the services detailed herein; meaning, the Agency shall not pay any additional fees for such.
2.2.6
Chemical Treatment; Heat Treatment.  The Agency acknowledges that there are two typical methods of treating bed bugs—through the utilization of chemicals or heat; and that there is typically a difference in costs for each type of treatment.  Accordingly, the Agency is allowing quoters to submit proposed costs (and services) for either treatment type.  The Agency will, in consultation with the successful quoter, determine which method to utilize when the Agency is in need of bed bug services.

Previous/Current Contractor(s).  The Agency’s current contractor for these services is Sentinel Pest Control of Springfield, IL. 
3.0
QUOTE SUBMITTAL.

3.1 Quote Submittal Procedures. As this is a Quotations for Small Purchases (QSP) competitive solicitation process, following are the requirements for a responsive submittal in response to this QSP:
3.1.1 Quote Submittal Documentation.  There is no requirement on the part of a quoter to initially submit any written documentation as a part of his/her quote submittal—the only thing that a quoter is required to do is submit a cost where provided on-line within the eProcurement Marketplace.  There are a number of documents identified within the following Table No. 4 herein that the apparent successful quoter(s) will be required to complete and submit within 5 days after being notified by the Agency to do so.
3.1.1.1 Section 3.  As detailed within the QSP Attachments B and B-1, each attached hereto, any quoter may, if he/she wishes, request a Section 3 Business Preference by fully completing and submitting Attachment B to the Agency, with all required documentation identified thereon, prior to the submittal deadline identified herein. 3.1.2 Proposed Pricing.  Submit proposed pricing where provided within the eProcurement Marketplace only. Proposed pricing will not be received in ANY other manner—meaning, we will not accept proposed pricing submitted by e-mail, fax, U.S. Mail—proposed pricing will ONLY be accepted as detailed following within the eProcurement Marketplace. 3.2
Additional Information Pertaining to the above Pricing Items.
3.2.1
Quantities.  All quantities entered by the Agency herein (especially within the immediate preceding Table No. 3, 3a, and 3b) and within the corresponding Pricing Items within the eProcurement Marketplace are for calculating purposes only. As may be further detailed herein, the Agency does not guarantee any minimum or maximum amount of work as a result of any award ensuing from this QSP, as the ensuing contract will be a Requirements Contract, in that the Agency shall retain one contractor only and shall retain the right to order from that contractor (successful quoter), on a task order basis, any amount of services the Agency requires.  Please note the immediate following exception to the aforementioned “Requirements Contract” language.

3.2.1.1
Exception to 3.2.1.  Though the Agency anticipates that it will make award to one firm only, the Agency retains the right to, at any time during the ensuing contract period(s), complete award to more than one contractor if the Agency determines that such is in its best interests.  If such occurs, the ensuing contract(s) awards shall become an Indefinite Quantities Contract (IQC), and the following clause shall apply:

3.2.1.1.1
Guaranteed Contract Minimum Amount and Not-to-exceed Maximum Amount.  As may be further detailed herein, most specifically within the preceding Section 3.2.1.1, if the ensuing contract becomes an Indefinite Quantities Contract (IQC), which, pursuant to HUD regulation, requires the Agency to award to each responsive and responsible contractor a Guaranteed Contract Minimum Amount (GCMA) and a Not-to-exceed Maximum Contract Amount (NMCA) of work, those required minimum and maximum contract levels are:  (a) GCMA: $1,000; (b) NMCA: $100,000 (each shall be annual amounts).
3.2.1.2
How we arrived at each of the quantities for “Bed Bug Services” identified within the preceding Table No. 3a (Pricing Items No. 9-26), and Table No. 3b (Pricing Items No. 29-46).  As these services will be provided “as-needed” as ordered by the Agency, we are unsure as to how many treatments will actually be required pertaining to the Bed Bug Services at each of the developments (either or both chemical and heat treatments).  Accordingly, we have listed a quantity of “1” for each listed unit.  As we stated previously, such services will be ordered by the Agency on an as-needed basis only.
3.2.2
Entry of Fees.  Quoters are required to submit proposed costs, where provided for, within the eProcurement Marketplace only.  Whereas no additional proposed costs can or will be received after the quote submittal deadline, any quoter that does not submit proposed pricing where provided for on-line shall be rejected without further consideration.

3.2.2.1 Warning!  Realistic Proposed Cost for the Pricing Items.  Each quoter is strongly encouraged to enter where provided within Marketplace a realistic cost for each Pricing Item listed within the preceding Tables No. 3, 3a, and 3b.  For instance, if the successful quoter enters $1.00 per hour for an “hourly” Pricing Item listed therein, then the $1.00 per hour is what the successful quoter will charge the Agency for the work that the Agency may retain the successful quoter to provide if the Agency deems such retention is in the Agency's best interests to do so.  Further, if, despite this warning, the successful quoter proposes a very low fee that the Agency deems is not realistic, then the Agency reserves the right to require the successful quoter to, at contract execution, present a cash bond in a suitable amount (e.g. $3,000.00) to ensure that the successful quoter will fulfill his/her obligations in this matter.
3.2.2.1.1 The Agency WILL NOT, after the submittal deadline, negotiate an increase to any unit costs or fees proposed prior to the submittal deadline; accordingly, quoters are strongly cautioned to submit a realistic price for each Pricing Item identified within the preceding Tables No. 3, 3a, and/or 3b herein.

3.2.2.1.2 Review the Entry of Proposed Fees.  The Agency strongly recommends that each quoter, after entry of the proposed costs within the Marketplace, print the receipt provided and carefully review the entry to ensure that the quoter has entered the proposed fees correctly and as the quoter intended to meet the requirements herein (the Marketplace will allow the quoter to re-enter the Marketplace at any time prior to the posted deadline to correct any such entry).  The quoter will NOT be able to correct this entry after the posted deadline has expired, which means that the Agency will utilize such entry, correct or incorrect, to calculate the quoters quote and determine where he/she places in the ranking of all quoters.

3.2.2.2.2
If a quoter wishes to propose a cost for any Pricing Item within any Lot, he/she must propose a cost (and therefore services) for all Pricing Items within such Lot; meaning, a quoter shall not be allowed to “pick and choose” which Pricing Items (or services) listed within each Lot that the quoter may wish to respond to.  

3.2.2.2.3
After a quoter has entered where provided within the Marketplace his/her proposed unit costs for the Pricing Items in each Lot, the Marketplace will automatically multiply the proposed unit costs by the listed quantities.
3.2.2.3
Supplies/Materials (Pricing Items No. 14, 24, and 33).  Each quoter shall enter this item where provided for within the Marketplace as a percentage over cost. For instance, if the quoter wishes to provide such items at cost, he/she shall enter "1.00" within the cost area for this item; if the quoter wishes to provide such materials at 30% over cost, he/she shall enter "1.30" within the cost area for this item; and so forth. The Marketplace will perform the extended calculations.  Please note that this fee quote shall include the cost of picking up the supplies/materials at the source of supply and delivering such to the work site, meaning, all costs shall be F.O.B. the Agency site. 
3.2.2.3.1
Also, the Agency reserves the right to:

3.2.2.3.1.1
Require the Contractor to garner such needed supplies directly from the Agency; and/or 

3.2.2.3.1.2
Procure directly from a supplier of the Agency's choosing any supplies/materials that the Contractor may require to provide the services.

3.2.2.3.2 In any case, the Agency anticipates (and shall require) that the Contractor will procure such supplies/materials from suppliers at a fair and reasonable "market rate" cost.  The Agency reserves the right to not reimburse the Contractor for any portion of any such costs that are deemed by the Agency to be unfair and unreasonable ("deemed," meaning in the opinion of the Agency based on a comparison of such costs with costs for similar items that may have been or could have been procured as detailed within the immediate preceding Section 3.3.4.3.1.

3.2.2.4 Determination of the Lowest Calculated Cost.  After a quoter has entered where provided within the Marketplace his/her proposed unit costs for the Pricing Items, the Marketplace will automatically multiply the proposed unit costs by the listed quantities.  

3.2.2.4.1 Assumption.  Pertaining to the Pricing Items, it shall be the Agency’s assumption that, pertaining to the services listed, each quoter has:  
3.2.2.4.1.1 Within the preceding Table No. 3, based his/her proposed pricing for Pricing Items 1-5 upon the 
proposed rates submitted by the quoter for Pricing Items No. 6-8; and

3.2.2.4.1.2 Within the preceding Table No. 3a, based his/her proposed pricing for Pricing Items 9-26 upon the proposed rates submitted by the quoter for Pricing Items No. 27-28; and
3.2.2.4.1.3 Within the preceding Table No. 3b, based his/her proposed pricing for Pricing Items 29-46 upon the proposed rates submitted by the quoter for Pricing Items No. 47-48; and
3.2.2.4.1.4 By submitting a quote in response to this QSP, the quoter (including the successful quoter) automatically agrees that such is accurate.  Accordingly, the Agency may use such assumption, if necessary, to do any lump-sum quote breakdown calculation that may be needed during the ensuing contract period(s).
3.2.3
Potential Escalation of Labor Rates.  At the discretion of the CO, at the end of the first one-year contract period (and at the end of any ensuing extended contract period), there may be an escalation of labor costs allowed in the same amount of any escalation that occurs pertaining to the corresponding or most similar State of Illinois Prevailing Wage Rates ("most similar," as determined by and at the sole discretion of the Agency).  For example, if, at the end of the first contract period the listed prevailing wage rates increase 5% as compared with the listed rates on the date of contract execution, then the Contractor will, at the CO’s discretion, be entitled to a 5% increase in the labor rates that he/she submitted in response to this QSP.  Similarly, for ensuing years, the end-date of the previous contract period shall be the base-line date to determine the previous listed wage rate

Step No. 4.  The Agency will then endeavor to ensure that the Agency makes other arrangements to replace the successful quoter (e.g. contract with another firm; do the services in-house; etc.) as the Contractor for the applicable services; further, if such other arrangements are completed by the Agency prior to the aforementioned 120-day date, the Agency shall retain the right to deliver to the original successful quoter, a 10-day written notice to cease services (meaning, the 120-day period is a maximum additional contract period that the Agency may, at its discretion, shorten with such written notice).

This means that the Agency will pay the successful quoter(s) for actual work provided only.  The Contractor will be required to submit a full back-up detail of all work provided.

Quoters Responsibilities — Contact with the Agency.  It is the responsibility of the quoter to address all communication and correspondence pertaining to this QSP process to the CO only. By accessing the Marketplace, registering, and downloading these documents, each prospective quoter that does so is thereby agreeing to confirm all notices that the Agency delivers to him/her as instructed, and by submitting a quote, the quoter is thereby agreeing to abide by all terms and conditions published herein and by addendum pertaining to this QSP, including an agreement to execute and abide by the contract provided as a sample, including all attachments.

3.4.2
Submission Responsibilities. It shall be the responsibility of each quoter to be aware of and to abide by all dates, times, conditions, requirements, and specifications set forth within all applicable documents issued by the Agency, including the QSP document, the documents listed within the following Section 3.8, and any addenda and required attachments submitted by the quoter.  By virtue of completing, signing, and submitting the completed documents, the quoter is stating his/her agreement to comply with all conditions and requirements set forth within those documents.  Written notice from the quoter not authorized in writing by the CO to exclude any of the Agency requirements contained within the documents may cause that quoter to not be considered for award.

4.0 QUOTE EVALUATION.

4.1 No Public Opening.  As this is an informal QSP competitive solicitation process, a public opening of quotes submitted will not be conducted.  Instead, the Agency will receive quotes in confidence or private (without a public opening), and will evaluate the quotes submitted, and will in a timely manner inform all quoters of the results of such evaluation.

4.1.1 
Ties.  In the case of tie quotes, the award shall be decided as detailed within Section 6.12.C of HUD Procurement Handbook 7460.8 REV 2, by “drawing lots or other random means of selection.”

4.2 Responsive Evaluation. Quote submittals received will first be evaluated in private for responsiveness (i.e. meets the minimum of the requirements).  Firms not meeting the minimum that are deemed to be non-responsive will be notified of such in writing by the Agency in a timely manner (in any case, in no less than 10 days after such determination is made).

4.3 Responsible Evaluation. The Agency will evaluate each quoter as to responsibility (e.g. a firm that is qualified, responsible and able to provide to the Agency the required services).  If the Agency ascertains that such firm has the required ability, capability, experience, knowledge, licensing, insurance and resources to provide the required services, the Agency may proceed with award as detailed herein.  If the Agency determines that such firm is deemed to be not responsible, such firm will be notified of such in writing by the Agency in a timely manner (in any case, in no less than 10 days after such determination is made).

4.3.1
Depending on the amount of the award, it is possible that the Agency may take such contract award to the Agency Board of Commissioners (BOC) for approval of the award prior to executing a contract with the apparent successful quoter(s).
4.4 Restrictions. Any and all persons having ownership interest in a quoter entity or familial (including in-laws) and/or employment relationships (past or current) with principals and/or employees of a quoter entity will be excluded from participation in the evaluation of the quote.

5.0 CONTRACT AWARD.

5.1
Contract Award Procedure.  If a contract is awarded pursuant to this QSP, the following detailed procedures will be followed:

5.1.1
By completing, executing and submitting a quote, the “quoter is thereby agreeing to abide by all terms and conditions pertaining to this QSP as issued by the Agency, either in hard copy or on the eProcurement Marketplace,” including the contract clauses already attached as Attachments C and C-1 through C-4, each attached hereto.  Accordingly, the Agency has no responsibility to conduct after the submittal deadline any negotiations pertaining to the contract clauses already published.  

5.2 Contract Conditions.  The following provisions are considered mandatory conditions of any contract award made by the Agency pursuant to this QSP:

5.2.1 Contract Form.  The Agency will not execute a contract on the Contractor’s form—contracts will only be executed on the Agency form (please see Sample Contract, Attachments C and C-1 through C-4 each attached hereto), and by submitting a quote the Contractor agrees to do so (please note that the Agency reserves the right to amend this form as the Agency deems necessary).  However, the Agency will during the QSP process (prior to the posted question deadline) consider any contract clauses that the quoter wishes to include therein and submits in writing a request for the Agency to do so; but the failure of the Agency to include such clauses does not give the Contractor the right to refuse to execute the Agency’s contract form.  It is the responsibility of each prospective quoter to notify the Agency, in writing, prior to submitting a quote, of any contract clause that he/she is not willing to include in the final executed contract and abide by.  The Agency will consider and respond to such written correspondence, and if the prospective quoter is not willing to abide by the Agency’s response (decision), then that prospective quoter shall be deemed ineligible to submit a quote.

5.2.1.1
Mandatory HUD Forms.  Please note that the Agency has no legal right or ability to (and will not) at any time negotiate any clauses contained within ANY of the HUD forms included as a part of this QSP.

5.2.1.2 Additional Applicable Forms.  At any time during the QSP process or the ensuing contract periods the Agency decides that so is in its best interests, especially to settle a dispute or to address a problem with the prospective quoter(s), the actual quoter(s), or the successful quoter(s), the Agency shall retain the right to implement any clauses or conditions contained within the following forms:
5.2.1.2.1 (Typically, during the QSP process prior to award) form HUD-5369-B (8/93), Instructions to Offerors, Non-Construction;

5.2.1.2.2 (Typically, during the ensuing contract period after award) form HUD-5370-C (01/2014), General Conditions for Non-Construction Contracts Section I (With or without Maintenance Work);
5.2.1.2.3 Agency Supplemental Instructions to Quoters & Contractors (SIBC);
5.2.1.2.4 The Agency will deliver a copy of any of these forms to any prospective or actual quoter who requests the Agency for such in writing. 
5.2.2 
Assignment of Personnel.  The Agency shall retain the right to demand and receive a change in personnel assigned to the work if the Agency believes that such change is in the best interest of the Agency and the completion of the contracted work.

5.2.3 Unauthorized Sub-contracting Prohibited.  The Contractor shall not assign any right, nor delegate any duty for the work proposed pursuant to this QSP (including, but not limited to, selling or transferring the contract) without the prior written consent of the CO.  Any purported assignment of interest or delegation of duty, without the prior written consent of the CO shall be void and may result in the cancellation of the contract with the Agency, or may result in the full or partial forfeiture of funds paid to the Contractor as a result of the proposed contract; either as determined by the CO.

5.3 Contract Period.  The Agency anticipates that it will initially award a contract for the period of 1 year with the option, at the Agency’s discretion, of 4 additional one-year option periods, for a total maximum contract period of 5 years. [PLEASE NOTE:  Pursuant to pertinent HUD procurement regulation, the total of all awards that may ensue from this QSP may not exceed a total of $100,000.] 
5.4 Licensing and Insurance Requirements.  Prior to award (but not as a part of the  quote submission) the Contractor will be required to provide: 

5.4.1 Workers Compensation Insurance.  An original certificate evidencing the quoter’s current industrial (worker’s compensation) insurance carrier and coverage amount (NOTE:  Workers Compensation Insurance will be required of any Contractor that has employees other than just the owner working on-site to provide the services);

5.4.2 General Liability Insurance.  An original certificate evidencing General Liability coverage, naming the Agency as an additional insured, together with the appropriate endorsement to said policy reflecting the addition of the Agency as an additional insured under said policy (minimum of $1,000,000 each occurrence, general aggregate minimum limit of $1,000,000, together with damage to premises and fire damage of $50,000 and medical expenses any one person of $5,000), with a maximum deductible amount of $5,000;
5.4.3 Professional Liability Insurance.  An original certificate showing the quoter's professional liability and/or "errors and omissions" coverage (minimum of $1,000,000 each occurrence, general aggregate minimum limit of $1,000,000), with a maximum deductible amount of $5,000;
5.4.4 Automobile Insurance.  An original certificate showing the quoter’s automobile insurance coverage in a combined single limit of $1,000,000.  For every vehicle utilized during the term of this program, when not owned by the entity, each vehicle must have evidence of automobile insurance coverage with limits of no less than $100,000/$300,000 and medical pay of $5,000.
5.4.5 City/County/State Business License.  If applicable, a copy of the proposer’s business or professional license that may be required allowing that entity to provide such services within the City of Petersburg, Menard County, and/or the State of Illinois.

5.4.6 Certificates/Profile of Firm Form.  Pertaining to the aforementioned (within Sections 5.4.1 through 5.4.5) insurance certificates and licenses, each quoter is required to enter   related information where provided for on the Profile of Firm Form (do not attach or submit copies of the insurance certificates or licenses within the quote submittal—we will garner the necessary documents from the successful quoter prior to contract execution).

5.5 Right to Negotiate Final Fees.  The Agency shall retain the right to negotiate the amount of fees that are paid to the Contractor, meaning the fees proposed by the top-rated quoter may, at the Agency’s options, be the basis for the beginning of negotiations.  Such negotiations shall begin after the Agency has chosen a top-rated quoter.  If such negotiations are not, in the opinion of the CO successfully concluded within 5 business days, the Agency shall retain the right to end such negotiations and begin negotiations with the next-rated quoter.  The Agency shall also retain the right to negotiate with and make an award to more than one quoter.

5.6 Contract Service Standards.  All work performed pursuant to this QSP must conform and comply with all applicable local, state and federal codes, statutes, laws and regulations.

Prompt Return of Contract Documents.  Any and all documents required to complete the contract, including contract signature by the successful proposers, shall be provided to the Agency within 10 work days of notification by the Agency.
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
